Written Exams: There will be written exams plus a comprehensive final exam given during the semester. | strongly
recommend that you do not even consider taking a make-up test. The pace of the course makes it hard to catch up.
Make-up tests are allowed only due to illness or extreme conditions and the student has otherwise been participating in
expected class behavior. You may not take a make-up test if you take the original test. It is up to you to make
arrangements with me if a make-up test is necessary. A make-up test should be taken within one week of the original
test. CHEATING WILL NOT BE TOLERATED.

Wednesday, 9 May, 8:10-10:00am: The final exam will be comprehensive and represents 15 % of the course grade and
is not optional. Students may have one sheet of paper (8 %5 by 11 inches ) with notes, formula, etc. on both sides to use
while taking the Comprehensive Final Exam. The student’s sheet of notes must be submitted and attached to the final
exam. Calculators may be used on any exams and the final. Score on the final exam can be used to replace the lowest
non-zero test score.

Assignments: Are due at the next class meeting unless otherwise instructed. If a student is absent from class it is the
student’s responsibility to follow the syllabus and complete assignments missed. Work must be shown to receive full
credit. Assignments will be graded as 1 point for every attempted and completed problem with selected problems
graded and worth up to 2 additional points for correct answers. Make sure to use the back of the book to check odd
answers.
